Class & Job Descriptions for Disaster Relief Units

Volunteers are the heart and soul of Arizona Disaster Relief. Every level of AZDR utilizes the skills, talents, and commitment of volunteers. Volunteers assist in pro​viding organizational leadership, conducting training classes, super​vising response sites, administer​ing the disaster operations center, and most importantly providing the front-line ministry of disaster relief.
BASIC CLASS
Those interested in working in disaster relief through Arizona Southern Baptist Disaster Relief must complete the introductory course, Involving Southern Baptists in Disaster Relief. This course offers a look at the history of Southern Baptist involvement in disaster relief and serves as an introduction to how you can become a productive member. Discover your field of interest and giftedness in this “hands on” ministry. (Required for each new volunteer)
CHAPLAINCY
Disaster Relief Chaplain Training is the North American Mission Board’s first step in prepa​ration to serve as a chaplain during disasters. This course includes the following topics: the uniqueness of crisis minis​try, overview of the crisis response, human needs in crisis, the trauma re​sponse, listening skills and techniques, crisis intervention models, compassion in crisis, com​forting grief in disasters, ministry in cultural and religious diversity, and the spiritual di​mensions of trauma.
FIRST AID CLASS

Basic First Aid and modified CERT Training is designed to prepare Arizona Southern Baptist Disaster Relief volunteers in case of accident or illness within the team as they are involved in a callout or event.  There is no certification with this training.  It will include lecture and hands-on training. 
EVANGELISM CLASS

You will be introduced to four ways to share the Gospel.  Every Christian needs more than one way to communicate the Gospel.  Prepare to give eternal Disaster Relief.
MUDOUT/ASHOUT UNIT

Mud-Out is a term referring to the removal of debris from private residences where water has flooded the home.  Ash-out is a term referring to the removal of debris from private residences where fire has burned the home. Most everything in the house may be destroyed or left un-useable, depending on the height of the floodwater.  The objective of Arizona Baptist Disaster Relief is to get the house cleared of wet debris or ashes so it will be suitable for reconstruction as soon as possible.

FORKLIFT CLASS

Prerequisites for the Forklift class are to be at least 21 years of age, to have at a minimum 20 hours of forklift operating experience  to be mature and responsible, to have excellent vision and hearing capacities, to have good muscular coordination and quick reaction ability, to have a current driver license.  Each forklift operator trainee will receive instruction in the following areas: general operating procedures for forklifts, items for daily inspection of the forklift, maintenance, refueling and charging (if applies) to forklifts, proper procedures for starting a forklift, how to load a forklift, traveling, loading, transporting loads, and maneuvering and unloading with a forklift, and safety tips. (Space limited)
SHOWER UNIT
This class will show how to operate and main​tain the shower unit during disaster relief re​sponse. Participants will learn how to maintain, clean and supply the unit. Individuals who cannot handle more stressful responses are ideal for this ministry. This is an ideal option for those desir​ing to work as a couple out in the field.

FEEDING UNIT
This class prepares the participant to be a part of the Arizona Disaster Re​lief Feeding Unit. With the addition of our third Feeding Unit, mul​tiple teams are needed to staff the kitchens and provide relief for the feeding teams on extended deployments.  The course will teach safety and food preparation processes with a focused concentration on sanitation and health issues dealing with food preparation, various jobs in the operation, serving the food, and clean up.

DRIVER TRAINING

Disaster Relief Volunteers that own and are willing to use their ¾ ton or larger trucks to haul Disaster Relief Equipment are required to attend this one hour class.  Volunteers will be contacted when there is a need to move equipment for events, maintenance and callouts.
WAREHOUSE MANAGEMENT

Warehouse management will include: The inventory and tracking of food stuffs and dry goods during a call out; Organization of warehouse area for ease of inventory and movement of products; Communication with Lead Cook on items and amounts needed for next meal; Communication with Blue Cap on inventory levels and next order of product.  Co-ordination with Red Cross and or Salvation Army for ERV supplies, snacks, water and ice.
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
